Many Internet service providers (ISPs) provide parent-control options to
block certain material from coming into a computer. You can also get
software that helps block access to certain sites based on a "bad site" list
that your ISP creates. Filtering programs also can block sites from coming
in and restrict personal information from being sent online. Other
programs can monitor and track online activity. Also, make sure your kids
create a screen name to protect their real identity (credit:
